The CIAA office should be notified in writing of any additional meetings of any group seven (7) working days prior to a meeting.

2.
Each affiliated association should notify the CIAA of their respective association's officers, in particular, the chair of the affiliated association.

3.
Minutes should be recorded for all meetings and submitted to the CIAA office within ten (10) working days of the meeting.

Minutes should reflect actions on any legislation which will be recommended to the CIAA.  Specifically, any request for submission of legislation should be properly moved, seconded and voted on and recorded in the official minutes of the association.  

4.
Legislation must be submitted to the CIAA according to the following legislative calendar.

a.
Any request for legislation should be presented in the proper legislative format to the CIAA by October 1.  Proposals not submitted by that date will not be accepted for action that school year.

Legislation should be prepared to have an effective date of the next athletic year.  For example, legislation submitted by October 1, 2001 would not be voted on by the delegate assembly until May 2002, and could not become effective until September 1, 2002.

Emergency legislation can be addressed through the CIAA Advisory Council, Athletic Directors Association and CIAA Board of Directors.

b.
Legislation submitted by October 1 will be circulated to the Athletic Directors and reviewed at their regular meeting in October (Basketball Roundup).

c.
Legislation will be accepted for placement on the Spring Meeting docket, or returned to the sponsors with comments for changes in form and/or content by November 28.

d.
Revised legislation may be resubmitted to the CIAA office by December 12.  

e.
A second review of legislation will be performed by the Athletic Directors Association during the December delegate assembly meeting or, if no December meeting, during the NCAA convention.

f.
Revised legislation will be accepted for placement on the Spring Meeting docket, or returned to the sponsors with recommendations for changes in form and/or content by January 30.
g.
A final submission of revised legislation will be due in the CIAA office by March 5.
h.
All proposed legislation would be submitted to the Advisory Council for review.  The advisory council would make its recommendations for disposition of the proposal and inform the sponsors and the Athletic Directors.  

i.
All proposed legislation, with accompanying statement of position by the Advisory Council, will be circulated to certified voting delegates no less than thirty (30) days prior to the Spring Delegate Assembly Meeting.

5.
Legislative proposals should be formatted as follows:

a.
Name of Association

b.
Proposal

c.
Rationale for Proposal

d.
Cost Estimate to CIAA (if applicable)

e.
Effective Date of Proposal

f.
Source of proposal, including copies of minutes where affiliate organization has approved proposal for submission to the delegate assembly.

6.
One (1) member of each affiliate coaches' organization may represent their association and address the delegate assembly about legislation submitted by their association.  The representative will not be entitled to vote unless certified as a voting delegate.

7.
Legislation approved by the delegate assembly for submission to the Board of Directors will be presented to the Board at its next scheduled meeting after the delegate assembly meeting.
